** HELP FOR THOSE WHO GRIEVE - If you or someone you know has suffered the loss of a family member, loved
one or friend, you are invited to hear Rev. Steven Massey explain his walk through grief, and how you can deal with
grief or help others in their grief process. His presentation will be held on Wednesday, August 9 at 7:00 p.m. in
the Christ Lutheran Fellowship Hall.

Rev. Massey, a pastor of the Lutheran Church-Missouri Synod for over 25 years, has served both at home and
abroad. He was a vicar in Guatemala and missionary in Jamaica. He has served churches in Detroit, Michigan,
Peoria, Illinois, New York City, Chicago, Phoenix, and St. Johns, Michigan. This past year, he worked as a chaplain
for a hospice agency. That was because he stepped down as associate pastor due to complicated grief and needed
some time to heal. He used that time to write the book, Songs from the Pit. This is a month-long devotional for
those who are grieving or depressed. Massey believes that the Lord used his time of grief to give grief a voice for
those who are grieving.

Massey walked the grief walk. His wife died suddenly from a brain aneurism. Riddled by the consequences of
complicated grief, one sleepless night, Massey made a commitment, “I will give grief a voice.” Grief may be your
reality, but it does not have to have the final word.

Come join others who may be grieving or depressed, and be uplifted by Rev. Massey’s encouraging words,
Wednesday, August 9 at 7:00 p.m. This presentation is hosted by Christ Lutheran Stephen Ministry.
